The month of August marks the return to school and the fall schedule
in many of our homes. While our fall schedule at Resurrection really
will not begin until Rally Day in September, | want to share with you
my plans for the fall Adult classes.

Sunday, September 13th will mark the return to Sunday School.
Sunday School for all ages (Pre-School through Adult) will be held
from 9:00—9:45 a.m. (in between the 8 & 10 a.m. services.) | will
once again be able to teach the adult class. For this I am both happy
and grateful.

In the adult class this year | will focus on teaching Luther’s Large
Catechism. Notice, | said, “Large” Catechism. In confirmation
class each year the confirmands learn Luther’s Small Catechism.
The outline for both catechisms is the same. However, the original
intended audience is different.

The Small Catechism was intended to be used by parents with their
children in their homes. Alongside the Holy Scriptures, the Small
Catechism was also intended by Martin Luther to be a concise
exposition of the faith that would be used for life-long learning and
devotion. The Large Catechism was written primarily for the poorly
educated clergy of Luther’s day. When making parish visitations
Luther found the preaching and teaching of the local pastors to be of
such poor quality that something had to be done. The Large or
“German” Catechism as it was also called was written for them. It
consists of Luther’s sermons on the parts of the Catechism.

Luther said this about the Catechism: “...each morning, and
whenever else | have time, | do as a child who is being taught the
catechism and | read and recite word for word the Lord’s Prayer, the
Ten Commandments, the Creed, the Psalms, etc. | must still read
and study the catechism daily, and yet | cannot master it as | wish,
but must remain a child and a pupil of the catechism—and I also do
so gladly.”
