2. Because of very low participation of our members in the 
 Tuesday morning Bible Study, I have decided not to 
 participate in the study this year.  I had been in conver-
 sation with the Church Council over the past two years 
 and finally came to a decision this past spring.  One full 
 morning a week was spent in this Bible Study and we 
 only had 1 or 2 people from Resurrection attend.  Father 
 David Boase of St. Paul’s Episcopal and I continue to 
 see each other and will be looking for other ways that 
 our congregations might come together as we are 
 ecumenical partners and friends.
