I use my column this month to tell you about a project that the
leadership will be telling you about this month. It is a project to
renovate our narthex. The project started with informal discussions
about our need to replace the flooring throughout the building, but
especially in the narthex and in Young Hall. Some seed money was
given toward the project and a committee was formed. | want to
give you a little history of the project and then to let you know how
you can be a part of the project as well.

A couple of years ago in the summer of 2008 the Council established
an ad hoc Committee for Narthex Renovation. The committee met
faithfully through the summer and completed its plans in early fall.
The committee decided to complete plans for the renovation of the
entire building and not just the narthex so that we would have an
overall plan into the future. However, because of the economy and
our own financial stresses we put the project on hold. The wonderful
news is that we now have all the necessary funding in place and are
ready to present the committee’s work to the congregation.

The project was submitted to the Church Council at its May meeting.
The committee made a few final tweaks after the Council
presentation. And on Sunday, June 6, Rich Kelley will present the
plans to the congregation. He will do so after both services so that
all will hear his presentation.

The Council and the Committee are very excited about the project
and we hope you will be as well. We hope that you will make every
effort to hear Rich’s presentation on June 6™, or if not, to at least
look over the plans that will be displayed in the narthex over the
coming weeks.

Even though we have the funding in place, we think it is important to
hear your comments and suggestions as well as to seek your approval
of the final plans. This is an important enough event in the life of the
congregation that we really want everyone to feel that they have
taken part in the process.

“BILL PAY” IS
A WIN-WIN!

A large number of the members of
Resurrection Lutheran find it eas-
ier and more convenient to make a
monthly offering than a weekly
one. A service is available from
most banks and from Quicken to
make it even more convenient...it
is called "Bill Pay". Many finan-
cial institutions offer this service at
no cost to the customer.

Here is how it works. You notify
your bank (this can also be on the
internet if you use on line banking)
that you want to use Bill Pay to
automatically send your weekly,
monthly or annual contribution to
Resurrection. You fill out a form
that asks the name and address of
the church, identification of your
account from which you wish the
contribution made, the account (or
in our case envelope) number that
identifies you to the recipient, and
the date or dates you want the con-
tribution made.

That is all there is to it! The bank
will then send a check to Resurrec-
tion in the amount and on the date
or dates you specify. Always on
the same date so you always know
when the check has been sent by
the bank.

| started using Bill Pay a couple of
years ago because when | came
back from vacation | found making
up my contributions for the weeks
I had been gone was a shock to my
budget. But no longer....now I can
come and go freely with the
knowledge that on the 10th day of
every month, my contribution will
be sent to Resurrection. Talk to
your bank about Bill Pay—it is an
easy way to plan your expenses!
