Dear Friends,

Our young people are back in school and that marks the
beginning of our Fall programming at Resurrection. On the cover
of this newsletter I have listed the fall schedule. It looks to be a
busy fall.

I would like to reflect with you briefly about Christian Education.
A dramatic shift has occurred in our American society. We have
moved from an overtly Christian society to an increasingly secular
one. To be honest, I think there is both good and bad in this.

The good is that when we live our Christian lives we do not
simply blend in and that gives us an opportunity for witness. It
also gives us an opportunity to understand more clearly what our
Christian faith demands of us as we find ourselves at odds with
the culture around us. Because our values and practices are no
longer simply presumed in our communities we have to give
thought to our values and choices and that is a good thing.

The bad is that there are many searching souls out there looking
for meaning and purpose in their lives beyond the day to day of
life and some of them are finding answers in dark places and dead
-ends. And worse, there are others who live on the periphery of
life with no expectation of anything more that what they see. They
are adrift and live their lives without much hope for the future.
For those without Christ, this is all there is! And from our faith
perspective that will never be enough for the human person is
more than a body. We are not simply here today and gone
tomorrow. We are body and spirit and our hearts are restless until
they rest in the One for whose glory we were created.

This cultural milieu makes Christian Education more important
than ever! We can no longer presume knowledge of the faith and
the cultural supports are all but gone. How can we believe and
trust what we do not know? Many Lutherans have not attended
Christian education classes since the confirmation instructions of
their youth. This is not good enough! As disciples of Christ we
are life-long learners. And for most of us, the faith is best learned
in community as we read, discuss, question and discern the words
and heart and mind of Christ and His will for us as His body in
the world. The four-week course on the Nicene Creed is a good
place to start. Give it some thought.

Applying Bible Principles

The writer of the book of Hebrews made this short but powerful
statement about the Lord Jesus, “Consider him.” That admonition
is nowhere more needful than in the matter of giving and receiv-
ing.

Consider Him, the Lord of glory, who gave His life so that we
might gain eternal life. Consider Him, who was rich, yet became
poor for our sakes, that we through His poverty might be rich.
Consider Him, who gives us richly all things to enjoy. Consider
Him, who was quoted by Luke in Acts 20:35 as saying, “It is more
blessed to give than to receive.”

Although many Christians would at first glance agree with that
premise on an intellectual basis, by their lifestyles, they demon-
strate that their lives are diametrically opposed to this biblical
principle. They might even go so far as to state their agreement
with what the Lord Jesus said, but not so far as to change their
selfish “me first” attitude. They might give mental assent or even
verbal assent to His teaching, but in reality, their lives are con-
sumed by a passion for “receiving” instead of “giving.” It is as
though they pass through life’s portals with this striking question
emblazoned across their foreheads: “What’s in it for me?”

Such an attitude should be foreign to the lives of those who have
been redeemed by Jesus Christ. If our role in life is to follow Him,
and to obey Him, we should demonstrate daily, “It is more
blessed to give than to receive.”

God, who owns everything, gives material possessions freely and
willingly to us, His children, for a number of reasons, but one of
the primary reasons is for us to be able to give them back to Him.
Each time we give to the Lord’s work out of a heart that responds
to His love and grace, we give away a little of our selfishness and
gain a bit more of Christ’s sacrificial spirit.

OUTDOOR STATUE OF
THE RISEN “Welcoming” CHRIST

At its July Council meeting, the Church Council voted to purchase
an outdoor statue of the Risen Christ. The statue will be placed on
a pedestal in the flower box outside the front doors of the church.

We currently have funds in the Creche Fund and yet, we really do
not have room in the sanctuary for more Creche pieces. Pastor
presented this alternative suggestion to the Council for the use of
these funds. Pastor suggested that a statue that would be seen all
year long would be a noble use of these funds.

The statue will be 6 feet tall and made of sturdy fiberglass. It will
be all white to avoid fading from the sun. The pictures above
show a full-color image so that you can see the detail. (You will
notice that Jesus is very similar to the image of the Risen Christ in
our sanctuary.) It is produced by the same company that pro-
duced our créche pieces as well as our Risen Christ. (Note: The
picture of the 12 foot statue is shown for its white color not its
size. ) We hope to have the statue in place by late Fall.
