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The Sunday Adult Class will study Luther’s Large Catechism. The chief parts of the catechism are the Ten
Commandments, the Creed, the Lord’s Prayer, Holy Baptism, the Lord’s Supper and Confession (the Office of
the Keys). The Large Catechism is a fuller exposition of the Small Catechism. If you have wondered what the
catechism entails or if you haven’t studied the Catechism since Confirmation instruction please consider these
adult classes. | assure you—you will find it very instructive to study them at an adult level.

On Wednesdays, beginning September 16th we will have 7:00 p.m. Eucharist followed by an evening Bible
Study from 7:30—8:30 p.m.

The Wednesday evening Adult Bible Classes will study the same materials the children will study in our Sun-
day School the following Sunday. This fall we will study the later part of the Old Testament beginning with
David. This would be a great opportunity for parents of our children to learn what their children will learn in
Sunday school. It will also be a good opportunity for the teachers of our Sunday School to study their upcom-
ing Sunday lessons from an adult perspective before presenting them to the children. It will be a good class for
all adults as we look at these bible texts from the particularly Lutheran perspective of Law and Gospel. Please
come and join us.

A New Confirmation Class begins

Finally, I am delighted to report that this year we will have 10 young people in our Confirmation classes. The
Confirmation class will be made up of our 6th and 7th graders who will be participating in a two-year program
of instruction. Year 1 will be a Survey of the Bible and Year 2 will be a study of the Small Catechism. | sur-
veyed the parents of our confirmands about my recommendation that we move to a two-year program from
Resurrection’s tradition of only one year. The parents were unanimously in favor of a two-year program and
at its August Council meeting, the Council approved this change. The Confirmation classes will begin Thurs-
day, September 17th at 6:30 p.m. with a Parent/Confirmand Orientation meeting. Classes will then be held
weekly on Thursdays from 6:30—7:30 p.m. Please keep our confirmands in your prayers as they begin their
studies.

Our Future

Finally, I would offer a word of hope and encouragement in the midst of stressful times both in our society at
large and in our lives at Resurrection. God has blessed us abundantly. He has not left us alone! We have a
solid foundation on which to build, but build we must. And that will take each and every one of us. Grateful
for the past and relying on its strengths, we must begin looking forward and moving forward because that is
God’s desire for us.
